Our Lenten Journey

Lent is a time of preparation for Easter.  This is a time to open our hearts to the many blessings God has bestowed upon us.  By Divine Law, the life of a Christian must be a life of penance.  To encourage this ideal the Church has set forth these rules and regulations for the observance of Lent.

Catholics aged 18-59 who are in good health are required to fast and abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, and to abstain from meat on all Fridays of Lent. Children older than age 13 are to abstain from meat on those days, but are not required to fast. (Parents make these decisions for their children.) Fasting means that no more than the equivalent of one full meal is eaten daily and nothing in between meals. 

The main disciplines of Lent are prayer, fasting, almsgiving and renewal of one’s self and soul
